The Holy River: Ganga

Ganga river is the most sacred river in Hindu religion. Ganga has been a symbol of divinity,
spirituality, purity and Moksha. Swami Vivekananda said, “Paris is the fountain-head of European
civilization, as Gomukh is of the Ganga. Ganga finds mention in numerous ancient texts; she is a mother, a
goddess, a life-giving river and arepository of people's beliefs.

In Northern India, it is a major river on whose banks civilizations have been established since time
immemorial. The mighty river embarks on its 2,525 km (approx.) journey from the Garhwal Himalayas,
Uttarakhand. Merging and gushing from one area to another, the river ultimately drains into the Bay of
Bengal.

There are many streams which come together to form Ganga. Bhagirathi and Alaknanda are two of
the most famous tributaries of Ganga. They initiate their different courses after emergence from glaciers, are
joined by other tributaries in the way, and finally unite at Devprayag to be together called the River Ganga.
The primary stream of Bhagirathi river originates at the foot of Gangotri glacier at Gaumukh, some 18 km
from the town of Gangotri. Alakananda originates at a point where the melt water of Satopanth and
Bhagirath Kharak glaciers meet. Because of bigger length and larger discharge of Alaknanda, it is regarded
as the source stream of Ganga. But, Hindu mythology regards Bhagirathi as the source stream of Ganga.

Meandering through the valleys of Himalayas, Ganga hits the plains at Rishikesh. The largest
tributary of Ganga is Ghaghara, followed by Yamuna (second largest) and Kosi (third largest). In Hindu
religion, Ganga is worshipped as a Goddess. The heavenly deity's descent on earth has been explained
through the story of Bhagirath and his ancestors. As per this legend, King Bhagirath meditated to bring
Goddess Ganga on earth to wash away the sins of his ancestors. Upon her arrival, it was Lord Shiva who
caught Ganga in his matted hair to save the earth from the enormous force of the Goddess. Since then, Devi
(Goddess) Ganga has been regarded as the absolver of sins and the door towards salvation. Makara
(crocodile) is the vahana (or vehicle) of the goddess. As per some ancient scriptures, Ganga emerges from
the feet of Lord Vishnu; thatis why Ganga is also called Vishnupadi.
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Bath in the holy water of Ganga, cremation at its ghats and immersion of ashes in its blessed water
are believed to be the holy duties; they are some of the keys to pious living and to Moksha. In the Gangotri
town, there is a very renowned temple which is dedicated to Ganga Maa (mother). Gangotri is part of the
Chota Char Dham Yatra in Uttarakhand. Other Dhams in the pilgrimage circuit include Yamunotri,
Kedarnath and Badrinath.

At Allahabad, Ganga joins Yamuna, which is larger than Ganga at this point of their journey. This
confluence is known as Triveni Sangam, i.e. confluence of three rivers, which includes two physical rivers —
Ganga and Yamuna, and one invisible river called Saraswati. The now invisible river finds mention in
ancient scriptures, and at one time, it is said, was an actual river which merged along with Ganga and
Yamuna.

Ganga Yatra : 27-31 January, 2020

Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath has formally started the Ganga Yatra programme on 23 January,
2020 from Lucknow. Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath flagged off the Ganga Yatra chariots from his Kalidas
Marg, his government residence in Lucknow. Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath flagged off two Ganga
chariots for the Ganga Yatra. He said that Ganga is not only our faith but also economy. On this occasion, he
said that the goal of our government with PM Narendra Modi is to make the river Ganga clean and clean. In
our country, the Ganges River is the symbol of faith. They are considered as life-giving. The Ganga Yatra
runs from 27 January to 31 January, 2020. Both the yatras met in Kanpur. The Ganga Yatra was started from
Bijnor on 27 January, 2020 and it went to Muzaffarnagar, Meerut, Hapur, Bulendshar, Sambhal, Badaun,
Farookabad, Kannauj and Kanpur on 31" January, 2020. The U.P. Governor Anandi Ben Patel has began the
second visit to Ballia.

The Ganga Yatra passes through 27 districts of the state. MPs and MLAs of these areas joined the
yatra in their areas. With this, CM Yogi Adityanath held rallies from place to place. It is the effort of the
government that aarti should be started at different places along the river Ganga. During this journey, Yogi
Adityanath himself started the Aarti at various special places.

Mathematics is the language in which God has written the universe.

Everything around you is mathematics. Everything around you are numbers.

Mathematics is not about numbers, equations, computations or algorithms, it is about

understanding. Pure mathematics is, in its own way, the poetry of logical ideas.
Without mathematics, there is nothing you can do.

Many students believe that maths is an inherited ability — either they have the math Genie, or they
don't. But recent research shows that inborn talent might not be as important as we think. In the long run, the
most successful students are often those who work the hardest, not those with the highest 1Q's. These
students believe that perseverance, not an innate gift, is the key to achievement. The only way to learn
mathematics is to do mathematics.

(2) Km. Jyoti (JRF Scholar) doing Research work in mathematics under the supervision and guidance of
Dr. Shashi Sharma Principal, DAV (P.G.) College, Muzaffarnagar.

During the research process, these are some my personal opinions as an advisor:

I'll suggest problems to think about, starting from small toy problems (which have a habit of growing
into interesting serious research). You'll have to pick what to work on, and find your own thesis problem.
Mathematics isn't just about answering questions; even more so, it is about asking the right questions, and
that skill is a difficult one to master.

General advice : Think actively about the creative process. A subtle leap is required from undergraduate
thinking to active research (even if you have done undergraduate research). Think explicitly about the
process and talk about it

Talk to other graduate students a lot. Organize reading groups. Also talk to post-docs, faculty,
visitors and people. I learn the most through talking to enhance learning. Maybe that's true for you too.

On seminars : Older graduate students will verify that there is a high correlation between those students who
are doing the broadest and deepest work and those who are regularly attending seminars. Many people
erroneously conclude that those who are the strongest students therefore go to seminars, while in fact the
causation goes very much in the opposite direction.

I am also in the process of gathering my thoughts on Implementation of sustainability in design and
manufacturing: Integrated inventory control system.



3) Shweta (JRF Scholar), Doing Research work in mathematics under the
supervision and guidance of Dr. Shashi Sharma Principal of DAV (P.G.)
College, Muzaffarnagar.

During my journey upto Ph.D. I face a lot of problems generally every student
faces. Here 1 found some basic rules that can help every student, specifically in

mathematics.

e Undergraduate level

How can one become better at solving mathematical problem?

Note that there is more in maths than grades exams and methods; there is also more in maths
than rigour and proofs. It is also important to value partial progress, as a crucial stepping
stone to a complete solution of a problem.

Don'tbase career decisions on glamour or fame. But you should study at different places.

Does one have to be a genius to succeed in maths?

o Graduate level

It is important to work hard and work professionally. But it is also important to enjoy your
work.

Think ahead to understand the way forward; ask yourself dumb questions to understand the
way before.

Attend talks and conferences even those not directly related to your own work.
Talk to your advisor but also take the initiative.
Don't prematurely on a single "big-problem" or "big-theory".

Write down that you have done and make your work available. In this regard, I have some

advice on how to write and submit papers.

o Doctoral level

Learn and relearn your field, but don't be afraid to learn things outside your field.
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
