Established in 1917, D.A.V. Society entered into the arena of higher education starting with
the graduate classes in 1950 and postgraduate classes in 1958. Soon it was recognized both
by the public and the government as a leading institution of the state. Principals of the college
Prof. Sheetal Prasad was made the Vice-Chancellor of Agra University, Dr. V.P. Aggarwal
was recognized as scientist of International fame and Dr. B.K. Tyagi was given to serve as the
member of the U.P. Higher Education Service Commission and Pro V.C. of the C.C.S.
University, Meerut. Prof. S.V.S. Rana, faculty member of the college too became the Vice
Chancellor of Bundelkhand University. In 1994-95 the Govt. of U.P. declared D.A.V.

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NATIONAL SERVICE SCHEME (NSS) AT A GLANCE:

The National Service Scheme (NSS) is Central Government sponsored program falls under
the jurisdiction of Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports. NSS was launched in Mahatma
Gandhi’s Birth Centenary Year 1969. Mahatma Gandhi always insisted the idea that students
and youth should be involved in the nation building process and service to the nation. He
suggested that instead of undertaking academic research about economic and social disability,
the students should do “something positive so that the life of the villagers might be raised to a
higher material and moral level”. Gandhiji insisted that the first duty of the students should
be, not to treat their period of study as one of the opportunities for indulgence in intellectual
luxury, but for preparing themselves for final dedication in the service of those who provided
the sinews of the nation with the national goods & services so essential to society. Therefore,
fostering social responsibility, inculcating dedication, commitment to solving social problems
and developing personality through community service are the main aims of NSS.

Objectives of NSS:
The broad objectives of NSS are to:
To provide variety of learning experiences.

Understand the community in which they work

Understand themselves in relation to their community;

Identify the needs and problems of the community and involve them in problem
solving process;

Develop among them a sense of social and civic responsibility;

Utilize their knowledge in finding practical solution to individual and community
problems;

8. Gain skills in mobilizing community participation;
9. Acquire leadership qualities and democratic attitude;

10. Develop capacity to meet emergencies and natural disasters and

11. Practice national integration and social harmony.

12. To encourage students and non- students to work together along with the adults in
rural areas.
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In the present time of pandemic COVID-19 NSS volunteers took part in various awareness
programs and activities to eradicate corona virus.

The Motto:

The motto or watchword of the National Service Scheme is: “NOT ME BUT YOU”. This
reflects the essence of democratic living and upholds the need for selfless service and
appreciation of the other person’s point of view and also to show consideration for fellow
human beings. It underlines that the welfare of an individual is ultimately dependent on the
welfare of society on the whole. Therefore, it should be the aim of the NSS to demonstrate
this motto in its day-to-day program.



NSS Symbol:

The symbol of the National Service Scheme is based on the “Rath” wheel of the Konark Sun
Temple situated in Orissa. These giant wheels of the Sun Temple portray the cycle of
creation, preservation and release, and signify the movement in life across time and space.
The design of the symbol, a simplified form of the Sun-chariot wheel primarily depicts
movement. The wheel signifies the progressive cycle of life. It stands for continuity as well
as change and implies the continuous striving of NSS for social transformation and
upliftment.

NSS Badge:

The NSS symbol is embossed on the NSS badge. The NSS volunteers wear it while
undertaking any program of community service. The Konark wheel in the symbol has eight
bars which represent the 24 hours of the day. Hence, the badge reminds the wearer to be in
readiness for service of the nation round the clock i.e. for 24 hours. The red colour in the
badge indicates that the NSS volunteers are full of blood i.e. lively, active, energetic and full
of high spirit. The navy blue colour indicates the cosmos of which the NSS is a tiny part,
ready to contribute its share for the welfare of the humankind.

NSS Day:

The National Service Scheme (NSS) was formally launched on 24"September 1969. The
Program was started during the birth centenary year of Mahtma Gandhi, the father of the
Nation, who inspired the Indian youth to participate in the movement for Indian
Independence and the social upliftment of the downtrodden masses. Every year
24" September is celebrated as NSS Day with appropriate programs and activities.

Since inception of the NSS in the year 1969, the number of student strength increased from
40,000 to over 3.8 million students in various universities, colleges and Institutions of higher
learning have volunteered to take part in various community service programs.



NSS Song (Lakshya Geet):

During Silver Jubilee Year 1994 the NSS theme song has been composed. All NSS
volunteers are expected to learn the theme song, which is given to them and sing the song

during NSS programs and celebrations.

academic performance. We also pledge that we will never resort to any sort of
violence instead strive to settle all differences and disputes relating to religion,
language, region, political and economic grievances by peaceful and
constitutional means. We promised to work with dedication to preserve and
strengthen the integrity of our nation and committed to selfless service to the
society.”
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NSS AT D.AV. (P.G.) COLLEGE, MUZAFFARNAGAR:

With the overall aim of National Service Scheme, to give an extension dimension to the
higher education system and orient the student youth to community service while they are
studying in educational institution, NSS has been in operation in D.A.V. (P.G.) College,
Muzaffarnagar, U.P., for many years. The educated youth who are expected to take the reins
of administration in future are found to be unaware of the problems of the village/slum
community and in certain cases are indifferent towards their needs and problems. Therefore
our college is arousing the social conscience of the students through NSS; it is providing
them an opportunity to work with the people in the villages and slums.
